Things to do before you get to campus 
□ Find accommodation 

The University maintains a database of off-campus housing. To search and post your own listing go to 
http://www.och.umd.edu/. 
 

□ Register  
To find out what classes are offered and check which are full, go to http://www.testudo.umd.edu  and 
then to the Schedule of Classes link.  Select the semester, then select “Course Listings,” and then 
the department code. 

 
To register for coursework, select the Records and Registration link.  You will be asked to enter your 
student identification number (usually your Student ID number, or social security number) and your 
PIN number to gain access.  If this is the first time you are using TESTUDO, your PIN number will be 
your birth date in the 6-digit MMDDYY format.  After entering it for the first time, you will be prompted 
to select another PIN number of your choice. 
 
Note:  Register on time to avoid being charged a late registration fee of $20.  Take a second to review 
the Academic Calendar (available from the menu on Testudo: http://www.testudo.umd.edu. 
 

□ Pay bills 
To make online payments and check your account balance, go to http://www.testudo.umd.edu and 
select the Financials link. If you have billing questions or problems, please call the Bursar’s Office 
(301-405-9041).   
 

□ Secure a Graduate Assistantship 
There are many employment opportunities on campus for graduate students.  A full-time assistantship 
requires that you work 20 hours per week and comes with 10 credit hours of tuition remission (a full-
time course load is 9 credit hours).  If you have not been able to get an assistantship in EDPS, go to 
http://www.personnel.umd.edu/jobposting/cgi-bin/empGRA.idc, which posts vacancies once a week.  
Information about assistantships is also circulated regularly on the department’s listserv,  
EDPSCOMM , so hurry and subscribe (see next item).

Things to do as soon as you get to campus 
 

□ Provide your immunization record 
The University of Maryland requires all new students to provide documentation 
of measles, mumps and rubella and tetanus/diphtheria vaccination.   
Additionally, all students residing on campus must be vaccinated against 
 bacterial meningitis or sign a waiver. The University Health Center’s number 
is 301-314-8184 if you need more information.  You may also call the  
Orientation Office (301-314-8217) to sign up for an orientation session.   

 

□ Pick up an ID Card 
A UMD student ID card is essential to have and can be obtained at the Public Inquiry Counter in the 
lobby of the Mitchell Building Monday through Friday between the hours of 8:30 and 5:00.  You may 
call 301-314-8219 to schedule an appointment for a photo ID card after the usual working hours or on 
a Saturday.  

□ Open an email account 
You can get your University of Maryland EMAIL and PRINTING account at the 
Office of Information Technology (OIT) in the Computer Science Building.  You 
will need your UM Photo ID card (see above). For information contact the OIT
