Topicsto be
exploredinclude: art standards; diverdty in art; the visual and verbal language of art (i.e., Art Elemerts ard
Principlesof Desgn); the four components of Discipline-Based Art Educaion (i.e., art history, art criticism,
studio, aeshetics); children=s artistic development; art resources basc methods, meda, materials, tools ard
techiquesto plan, teachard evaluate art activities Thiswill provide the prospecive elemertary teacter with the
fundamenals for developing aninterdsciplinary approachto linking art acress the curriculum (e g., math,
scierce,languace arts, etc.).
