Studentslearn tha effective teaching involves certain critical
components, such as knowedgeof curricula, subject matter, and appropriate pedagogical
techniques for imparting subject matter knowledge In addition, a professiond knowledge
base indudes an understanding of learners and their gods as well as appropriate
assessment techniques. Findly, students come to undestand theimportance of the social
context Of learning and its effects on learners. The COE Conaoeptud Framework is
integrated with standadsfrom the Elementary Education Performance Based Assessment
Plan, which address the planning, ddivery, and assessment of effective ingructiond
practice.

Thecourseis designed to provide students with
an undestanding of reading assessment in the context of theelementary classroom A
widerangeof assessment issues is discussed, especially as these factors relate to
struggling readers. Specia attentionis given to exploring obgdacles to reading
development and appropriate ingruction to address these chdlenges.
